S1 PARENTS' EVENING – TUESDAY 14 NOVEMBER 2017 FROM 4.15 PM

WHERE DO PARENTS GO?
You can enter direct from Lauderdale Gardens.  The gates on Clarence Drive will be open, to permit parking in the playground.

HOW DO PARENTS START OFF?
You will be met at the main door and invited to sign in.

HOW LONG DO PARENTS HAVE WITH EACH TEACHER?
Five minutes.  We operate an appointment system.  Five minutes is not very long, especially if matters of concern arise.  However we wish to hold as many interviews as possible in the limited time available.  We ask that teachers and parents are as strict as possible in sticking to the timetable.  
Should a further interview be required, arrangements for this can be made.
WHERE ARE THE INDIVIDUAL MEETINGS HELD?
All meetings will be held in classrooms in the Lauderdale building.

Notices will be posted to direct you to the appropriate rooms.

CAN PARENTS BRING THEIR CHILDREN?
Yes, if the parents so wish.  However, in that case, you are asked to ensure that he/she remains under your supervision.  It is liable to be very busy!

WHAT WILL BE THE MAIN PURPOSE OF THE EVENING?
The evening will allow opportunity for parents and teachers to discuss the progress of S1 pupils. Focus will be on strengths and areas for development.   A workshop will also run for parents to attend which will provide useful information on Show my Homework and also the Personal Support Time Curriculum in S1 which is delivered daily in 20 minute sessions.  The workshop will run every 20 minutes and will last for a maximum of 10 minutes.  We would suggest that parents build this into their time during the evening so that they can attend.
