Can Drinking Coffee Cut Crash Risk?
Australian scientists seem to have found a link between crashes and coffee drinkers whilst comparing heavy goods drivers. They compared 530 drivers who have had a crash and 517 who haven’t. The majority of those who haven’t had a crash have been drinking coffee or other beverages containing the same stimulant caffeine. The British Medical Journal has previously said that caffeine boosts awareness; this could possibly be the cause of the lack of crashes. The drivers who consumed caffeine to keep them from nodding off behind the wheel were 63% less likely to crash than drivers who had no caffeine. This was after adjusting for factors such as age, sleep patterns, kilometres driven, breaks taken and night-driving schedules.
Red Nose Day Scandal

Famous actor Rowan Atkinson featured in a comedy sketch for Red Nose Day last Friday night in which he played the new Archbishop of Canterbury. Since then the BBC has received over 2200 complaints from offended viewers. The sketch contained bad language and was shown before the watershed. Among the remarks which caused offense was the claim that boy band One Direction “reminded Jesus Christ of the disciples”. The sketch has now been removed from BBC’s iPlayer and a statement from the BBC read: “It is made for a varied and wide-ranging audience, so getting the language, tone and content of the evening is extremely important to us… to any viewers we may have offended, we apologise.”
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
