Environmental activities presentation by S3 pupils Sania, Domi and Aidyn

Presentation on recycling and the school’s eco club, including a clothing bank with the Salvation Army.

Headteacher’s report (extracts)

· 90 per cent of parents attended the S3 parents evening on 29 Oct - “great turn out”.
· Duke of Edinburgh Awards ceremony to be staged by the school this year rather than the city council, on 3 Dec. S3-6s involved: 120 bronze, 60 silver and 24 gold, total 204 - one of the highest numbers at a city council school and in Scotland.
· A defibrillator funded by the Rotary Club of Glasgow is to be located near the school main entrance
· New iPads have been issued to all pupils and new Apple screens are being installed

Matters arising from last meeting

Road safety/Glasgow Eco Trust travel plan: GM said local councillor James Adams had agreed to check the city council had done a full safety audit and to convey the Parent Council’s concerns.

The council response to Mr Adams said the incident had been the only one on that section of Clarence Drive in the last five years and the average vehicle speed was 20.4mph. Road signs and markings had been checked and found in acceptable condition, but markings at Lauderdale Gardens junctions likely to be refurbished next year.  

GM disagreed that the road markings were in an acceptable condition.


School Library staffing: LE said senior pupils were now using the library during parts of the day and S6s had offered to volunteer to supervise for other pupils. She is considering a PIN code for access so it’s kept locked.

Litter Pick: S1 Litter Picks have focused on areas highlighted by the local community. Community litter picks continuing on the last Saturday of every month was discussed, possibly from Jan. To be discussed further at the next meeting
