Dear S4 Families,

It is really important that all of our S4 students take and act upon the advice from their teachers 
regarding their next stages. Strong attendance, timekeeping, application, homework returns and home routines 
are vital to ensure we are gaining robust evidence of progress and our senior phase pupils are on course to achieve 
their full capabilities. 

 

To support our S4 families, we will be holding an Exams Success Evening for S4 families on Wednesday 20th 
September – starting at 6pm until around 7.30pm. The evening will begin in the Airlie Theatre and will involve 
some workshops following this including managing stress at home during exam times, supporting your child with 
English and Maths at home, as well as study skills.
